This licence is for the temporary installation of any obstruction on the highway. For the purposes of this licence these are defined as: large, bespoke or complex arrangements of canopy, parasol, awning or hospitality structure(s) sited on or above the adopted highway for street trading and hospitality purposes the licence is issued under Section 115 of the Highways Act (1980). This licence will only cover canopy, awning, large parasol(s) (greater than 2.5m diameter) and structures for the purposes of hospitality which are placed on and not affixed to the adopted highway.

The license will be required in addition to:
· An approved planning reference
· A pavement licence (for use of tables & chairs on the highway)
· An electrical licence (for electrical installations on hospitality structures)
· An approved highway technical approval (TA) reference

This licence is valid for period of 12 months after which time a new application must be submitted including full payment of the fees detailed herein.

Proprietary pre-manufactured structures with CE marking in accordance with CPR (Construction Products Regulation) procedures shall be accepted only for their correct intended original designed use under normal conditions. 

Surface water highway drainage on the adopted highway shall not be impeded in anyway by any proposed surface mounted flooring/decking or matting arrangements associated with any proposed temporary structure which shall also not be installed over any existing drainage gully outlets, gully channelling, or public sewer/carrier drainage access chambers. 

The Council will reserve the right to have the proposed temporary structure removed to undertake essential routine planned maintenance or in the event of any emergency on the adopted highway. Prior notification of this will be given where possible, under Section 143 of the Highways Act (1980).

Permission will need to be sought by the applicant from all relevant utility companies in relation to any existing utility access chambers within the highway that are within the area of the proposed canopy, awning, parasol or structure footprint.

Please note any structures considerably larger or more complex than a simple canopy, awning or parasol, will require Highway Technical Approval in the form of a signed design & check certificate in accordance with DMRB CG300. This is a separate process with a separate fee, details of which can be found on the Bristol City Council web site.

6. Height clearance in dimensions of lowest point and highest point above the adopted highway. 
7. Loading calculations (particularly for wind loadings) to prevent overturning.
8. A set of relevant structural calculations, if applicable.
9. A signed design & check certificate, if applicable, issued under the Highway Technical Approval process.
10. Canopy, parasol, awning or structure CE markings, if applicable.
11. Copies of Public Liability Insurance cover the minimum value of £5,000,000 per incident for the applicant premises.
12. A suitable and sufficient annual inspection record completed by a competent individual.

An invoice for the sum of £450.00 will be raised to enable payment to Bristol City Council as a contribution towards administrative and other costs associated with the provision of the licence.
