· For existing schemes which have previously been approved by BCC, and 50% reduction (£1444 & Vat) of the fee shall be charged, subject to this being fully checked and approved by BCC Engineers 

BCC Legal Services section of the City Council will draw up the Licence/agreement with the Commissioner/Promoter. It will include conditions relating to design, maintenance and removal of installation. The licence shall be in place before any erection of the Illuminations. Any requirements relating to design, possibly including certificates/calculations, shall be complied, submitted and approved before any installation can start on site.
The fee payable for this licence, its preparation and associated costs including site visits is as specified on previous page i.e. £2752 plus VAT or £1376 plus VAT (whichever applies). Where the cost to the Council associated with the licence is significantly more than expected (eg. Several installations within the same licence application or changes to details during the preparation, very extensive correspondence with the owners/Solicitors) then the Council reserve the right to charge for additional costs incurred. The completed application shall be returned to the BCC Street Lighting Representative in Highways Lighting or Highway Structures via Email: bridgeshighwaystructures.ta@bristol.gov.uk 
Licence applications must be received at least 12 weeks before the erection date of the proposed installation. Incomplete or incorrect applications or applicants received after the specified time will not be considered and will be returned to the applicant.
