Must satisfy the following criteria: 
· no episode of hypoglycaemia requiring the assistance of another person has occurred in the preceding 12 months
· full awareness of hypoglycaemia
· regularly monitors blood glucose at least twice daily and at times relevant to driving, (no more than 2 hours before the start of the first journey and every 2 hours while driving). More frequent testing may be required if for any reason there is a greater risk of hypoglycaemia, for example after physical activity or altered meal routine, using a glucose meter with a memory function to measure and record blood glucose levels. At annual examination the last 3 months of blood glucose readings must be available
· Use a modern blood glucose meter which has a memory chip
· must demonstrate an understanding of the risks of hypoglycaemia
· there are no other debarring complications of diabetes such as visual field defect
