You must inform Bristol city Council if any of the following applies:
· You suffer an episode of severe hypoglycaemia.
· You develop impaired awareness of hypoglycaemia (difficulty in recognising the warning symptoms of low blood sugar).

· You have suffered severe hypoglycaemia while driving.

· You need treatment with insulin.

· You need laser treatment on both eyes or in the remaining eye if you have sight in one eye only.

· You have problems with vision in both eyes or in the remaining eye if you have sight in one eye only. 

· You develop any problems with the circulation or sensation in your legs or feet which make it necessary for you to drive certain types of vehicles only.
· An existing medical condition gets worse or you develop any other condition that may affect you driving safely.
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
