A 400 kW biomass boiler has now been installed which links 
the greenhouses via a heat main that replaces the existing 
fossil-fuelled heating system. 
This uses wood chip made from wood 'waste' generated by 
the council's parks and woodlands as its fuel source.
A barn has also been erected to act as a fuel store with 
excess capacity to store wood fuel for use at other biomass 
boilers around the city such as those at Florence Brown 
Special School and Netham Sports Pavilion.
