We will send letters to
local residents and put-
up posters in the park
as well as inviting
comments on our
website.

If the public
consultation is
successful, then the
trees are planted by
volunteer groups
during the tree
planting season.

Tree planting season
is November to March.

New volunteers are
always welcome, we
will run the planting
event and invite
communities to help
plant the trees.
